Operation

Connect air hose to air outlet (6) with a clamp or screw band. If possible use
short hoses to prevent loss of air flow.

Connect tool to the mains.

Switch on (2).

Reduce air flow as required by use of the air slide (4).
The blower should only take in air at < 60°C.
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MAINTENANCE

e The tool’s air filter (5) should be cleaned with a fine brush.

SERVICE AND REPAIR

e The carbon brushes in the motor should be checked by your Service Cen-
tre after about 1000 hours running fime.

¢ Repairs should only be carried out by authorised LEISTER Service Centres.
They guarantee a specialised and reliable Repair Service within 24 hours
using original spare parts lists.
